Lesson Plan: 

Melissa Miller’s Anima 

 

This lesson plan contains the Texas TEKS for 

Elementary, Middle, and High School art 

teachers. Students will learn about Melissa 

Miller’s etching Anima and how she is 

influenced by narratives like Aesop’s Fables. 

Next, the students will learn about using pen 

and ink techniques that create a similar effect 

to Miller’s etching process. Afterwards, the 

students will be arranged into groups and will 

create a scene-by-scene narrative of their 

assigned narrative from Aesop’s Fable.
